Today we confront a particular meaning attached to the
word “ordinary” again in Church circles. We generally
think of the word as an adjective indicating “the usual”
or “expected” way of someone or something.

But move over to the Church lexicon and the same word translates
eitherto a legal description of a Catholic bishop who heads a
diocese or to the label of a certain season of the Church year.

Case in point is the designation of this particular Sunday as
the “Second Sunday in Ordinary Time.!” What that means is
thatwe are not celebrating a particular great feast and its
lead up, such as the Advent-Christmas cycle we just lived
through, and the much larger Lent-Easter cycle. Instead, we
areinvited to dwellin depth on other eventsin Our Lord’s
earthly life, or perhaps one of His immortal sayings.

Today, for example, we have a powerful message set before
us by St. Paul, our greatest missionary. Itis found in today'’s
Second Reading from his First Letter to the Corinthians. It
is a straightforward expression of how we Christians are
toregard our bodies. Paul tells us that any aberrations

of his teaching would constitute serious mortal sin.
